teaches 
3) Correcting – seeing what is wrong, repenting  of what is wrong, and adjusting our lives in 

obedience 
4) Training in righteousness – as we get to know God through His Word, we learn how we should 

live our lives; to live obediently as God says in His Word is to live righteously
